(PESE)



SCAF

Entry to secondary school is through the 
SCAF. The application form is referred 
to as SCAF which refers to Secondary 
Common Application form.

SCAF form can be completed from the 
1st September 2025 until the 31st

October 2025.



Finding out about secondary schools

•Visit open days
•Look at individual school websites

•Parents need to arrange these visits 
themselves

•Every school is different and what suits 
one child may not suit another. 



Kent Test

•To be offered and gain a place at a 
Grammar School children must have 

successfully passed the Kent Test (11+) or 
the separate schools entrance test. 

•Your child does not need to take the tests 
unless you are interested in a grammar 

school place.



Dates-

•Children must be registered by parents to take 
the test.
•Registration opens from Monday 2nd June 2025 
and closes Tuesday 1st July at midnight. 
•Online registration is recommended

•Test will take place on Thursday 11th September 
2025 in school.

The Results
The results for the 2025 Kent Test will be sent out on 
Thursday 16th October 2025.

You can get your results:

• By email: if you registered online and provided and email 
address, the results will be emailed at some point during the 
day on the 16th.  KCC cannot guarantee the exact time you 
will receive your email. 

• Online: you can log in after 5pm on results day to review your 
results online. 



Registration

• If you do not register your child for the test they will not 
be able to sit it.

• Your child needs to take the Kent Test/Dover/Shepway test 
in order to select a grammar school on SCAF form.

• Dover schools offer an  additional entrance test.

• Shepway grammar schools offer their own entrance test. 
You need to register online at the schools website.



The test

• Thursday 11th September 2025 (In school) 

• The children will complete the tests in the school hall.

• A moderator from another school will attend.



Registration
• Registration for The Shepway Test and Dover Tests must 

be completed.  Please see schools websites for details. 

• Folkestone School For Girls- Test date-Saturday 13th

September 2025 (apply via website from 2nd June 2025) 

• The Harvey Grammar School- Test date- Saturday 13th

September 2025 (apply via website from 2nd June 2025) 

• The Dover Grammar School For Boys- Saturday 13th

September 2025 (apply via website)

• The Dover Grammar School For Girls- Saturday 13th

September 2025 (apply via website) 

• Most close around the 5th July- check all school websites.



The Test
• No practice tests.

• A familiarisation document with examples on the Kent 
website-

GL Assessment

• Two tests only – one combining English and Maths, one 
combining Verbal and Non-Verbal Reasoning- 1 hour each

• A shortened writing task (40 minutes in all).

• All exercises on one day.



Test 1
• The tests are multiple choice with a separate answer sheet.  

They are marked by and automated marking system.

• The first test will be an English and Maths paper and will 
take 1 hour each to administer.

• Each section involves a 5 min practise exercise followed by a 
25 min test.

• English- comprehension exercise as well as questions to test 
literacy skills.



Test 2
• The second test will be a Reasoning paper in multiple-choice 

format.
• It will take about an hour to administer, including the practice 

drills and questions. 

• It will contain a verbal reasoning section, a spatial reasoning  and 
a non-verbal reasoning section of roughly the same length, with 
the verbal reasoning being the first part. 

• The non-verbal reasoning will be split into four short sections, 
administered and timed.

• Writing task- 40 mins.   Not marked but may be used by local 
Headteacher panel as part of the Headteacher assessment 
stage. 



SEND/EAL

* Parents who think their child falls into a particularly category or 
may need special circumstances, have to let the school know. 



The Scores
• Your child will get three standardised scores, 1 for English, 

1 for maths and 1 for reasoning.

• Standardisation is a statistical process which compares your 
child's performance with the average performance of other 
children in each test. A slight adjustment is made to take 
into account each child's age so that the youngest are not at 
a disadvantage.

• To be given a grammar school assessment, children need to 
get a total score of around 332 or more, with no single score 
lower than 106/7.(Changes each year)



Head teacher Assessment
• If your child did not reach this threshold score and their 

primary school referred their case to the local Head 
Teacher Assessment panel, their written piece will have 
been looked at. The panel will also have looked at their 
achievement in school and examples of their work before a 
final decision was made.

Summary of Key Dates 

• In June – register your child for the Kent Test should you wish them 
to attend a Kent Grammar School. Inform school if you your child has 
an identified special need or has English as an Additional Language.
 
• From June-October 2025 - visit selected Secondary Schools.
 
• 11th September - your child will sit the Kent Test if they have been 
registered. 

• In October – apply for a Secondary School place. 

• In March – respond to the school offers your child is given
